The American Guild of Organists competition promotes the highest level of organ performance and serves as a 

springboard for emerging organists to develop their performance ability by participating in the various demanding stages 

of this competition.

Joseph Evans and his research 

partner, Dr. Monica McHenry, had the honor 

of presenting three papers at The Voice 

Foundation International Symposium in 

Philadelphia, PA on June 1–5, 2016. The 

papers were based upon research in the Vocal 

Pedagogy Laboratory at the Moores School of 

Music. They included “The Use of Inexpensive 

Technology to Evaluate Singers Auditioning for 

Voice Graduate Programs,” “Aerobic Exercise as 

a Warm-up for Singing: Acoustic Impacts” and 

“The Ecological Validity of the Singing Power 

Ratio: Comparison Across Venues.”

The annual symposium features advanced programming presented 

by leading professionals in the voice care field in order to educate the 

scientific and artistic communities about advances being made in voice 

science, care and training. It is designed to foster future researchers 

and teachers. Attendees include representatives from approximately 35 

states and 30 countries.
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
