Job Description Full-time position providing trauma informed treatment and 
professional case management. The clinician will provide individual 
therapy to patients seen in the CARE clinic, and parents of patients 
admitted to the PATH Day treatment program. Populations served will 
include children, adolescents, and adults. 
  
1.        Provides direct services to pediatric and adult patients 
including: biopsychosocial/psychosocial assessments, individualized 
treatment plans, treatment including individual and family therapy, 
and crisis intervention. Makes diagnosis based on current DSM 
criteria.  
 
2.        Provides individual trauma therapy to children who have 
experienced a traumatic event, most often physical and sexual abuse. 
Utilizes a variety of treatment modalities and interventions, with an 
emphasis on TF-CBT.  
 
3.       Provides individual therapy to parents of children admitted to 
the PATH day treatment program to aid in family centered care. This 
might include (though not limited to) supportive psychotherapy 
addressing the impact of the child’s illness on the parent/family, 
parental emotional symptoms or mental health diagnosis, and other 
themes that might impair or otherwise limit the patient’s parenting 
function. 
 

Qualifications Required: Current License LMSW, LCSW, or LPC  
Required: Minimum 2 years of experience in a mental health 
setting 
Preferred: Experience providing TF-CBT
