Community Education Specialist position. The Community Education 
Specialist is primarily responsible for coordination and implementation of 
community outreach opportunities to priority populations such as Latino 
communities across Houston and laborers (e.g. day laborers, domestic 
workers); and delivery of the hallmark public awareness program Human 
Trafficking 101 to community groups across the greater Houston area in 
English and Spanish. The Community Education Specialist will also be 
responsible for development and delivery of education programs for 
frontline professionals, such as social service providers and refugee 
agencies, with a focus on Spanish-language presentation opportunities. 

Qualifications The candidate should have a minimum of a Bachelor’s degree and base 
level knowledge of human trafficking. A master’s degree in public health, 
social work, human rights, international studies or a related field is 
preferred but not required. Spanish language skills, written and oral, are 
required. 
 

Bilingual writing and communication skills as well as experience in public 
speaking and facilitating presentations are required. Must demonstrate 
the ability to network and recruit organizations as well as have strong 
organizational skills to coordinate and execute outreach events. 
Knowledge of presentation software such as Prezi is a plus. Curriculum 
creation, research skills, knowledge of cultural-competency for immigrant 
and refugee communities are strongly desired. Proficient knowledge and 
understanding of basic computer programs (Microsoft Office Suite and 
PowerPoint) is required.
