Djuana Young, Office of Admissions

Fall 2015 New Student Orientation registration is open. Thus far 487 freshmen have registered and
282 transfer students have registered. Freshman applications are down by 3.1% (21705 app), but
Admissions is still reviewing. The average SAT is 1158 SAT. Admissions received 3,352 transfer
applications (applications are down a little from last fall). Transfer applications are coming in slowly
because Admissions is waiting for transcripts. July and August will be busy for the Office of
Admissions since deadlines for submission of materials occurs around that time.

Admissions established the Cougar Travel Programs. It is a recruitment program working with high
school counselors (50-60 nationwide) to showcase UH. The counselors stayed at the UH Hilton and
visited the many of resource offices. They met with financial aid office, etc. and were impressed
with UH and what it has to offer. These counselors hope to see their students choose UH. Dr.
Dunkelberger asked if these students will be tracked. Djuana said they haven’t started tracking yet,
but there are plans to do so.

UH nursing students are coming to UH. They are applying through CAS, but the UH campus is
handling the advertising to prospective students.

UC member, Jagannatha Rao asked for a simplified guide to show advisors on what to look for when
students use the admissions checklist.

The Registrar’s office generated 3" session grades. Late graduation filing period opens in March
2015.

Double listing of component areas for some math classes and DAN 2307 (Creative Arts and WID)
was approved by the core curriculum committee. However, the Core Curriculum Subcommittee had
voted on stipulations for certain core courses with double component areas.

a) A student can only count a given class once towards core requirements (thus, for example, a
student cannot satisfy both Creative Arts and WID requirements with DAN 2307).

b) (From previous core memo report), only classes with the MATH rubric can satisfy the Math
requirement.




c) WID classes may be cross-listed (double listed) only in the Language, Philosophy and Culture,
Creative Arts and Social and Behavioral Sciences categories.

d) The UC must evaluate and recommend courses that a department would like to have double
listed in this way.

Simon Bott emphasized that students need to be advised to take core at the beginning of their

academic career. He asked the UC members to keep this in mind as they deal with students. There

are many students who wait near the end of their degree to take core courses.

G Undergraduate Catalog Subcommittee Report: Michael Murray, Chair

Dr. Murray informed the UC that his subcommittee will meet in two weeks for updates. The
subcommittee is standardizing catalog timeline process.
\% Old Business

Heidi Kennedy - Academy Honesty Policy merger: The review committee met yesterday and made
enhancements and other minor edits. Changes need to be approved by the UC and GPSC.

Bret Detillier asked about the updating of the Academic Honesty Policy in the Student Handbook.
The UC’s goal is to have other department publications link to the Undergraduate and Graduate
Catalog instead of printing the policy in their own publications. Doing so reduces errors when
polices are updated.

Dr. Willie Munson had mentioned that the Student Handbook will be migrated into Acalog. His
department will also use Curriculog for workflow process.

Dr. Rao asked about accommodation for language of graduate sanction options (i.e., four C rule, the
next C will result in expulsion). Heidi will bring that concern to the review committee.

Summer/Fall Class schedule will go live the 23" of March. Dr. Bott said that OUR did a great job of
getting rooms for the college.
