All UH Courses Taught in the Fall Semester, 1998

Summary


In the fall semester a total of 5,689 sections were taught at the University of Houston.  Another 5,841 sections showed 0.0 student credit hours on the 12th day; about 85% of these are special problems and research courses in the names of individual faculty.


The remainder of this analysis focuses on the 5,689 sections of courses that were actually conducted during the fall semester of 1998.  This includes organized courses and independent studies including special problems and research courses.
